(AFMSAETTT) MEETING MINUTES (2-3 FEBRUARY 1999)

1. Air Force Agency for Modeling and Simulation (AFAMS) hosted the kick-off meeting of the Air Force Modeling, Simulation and Analysis Education and Training Tiger Team (AFMSAETTT) on 2 and 3 February 1999 in Orlando, FL.  Team consisted of representatives from Air Force agencies and academia. See POC list for team membership.  POCs with an asterisk (*) indicate attendees for initial meeting.

2.  Dr. Steve Gordon, AFAMS Technical Director, provided opening remarks.  He discussed  the formulation and purpose of the tiger team, which is to identify AF M&S education and training needs for AF Managers and Staff Officers.   He emphasized the meeting objectives:


a.  Be aware of background information on establishment of the team.


b.  Be aware of M&S education efforts at the Defense Modeling and Simulation Office (DMSO), Air Force, academia, and industry.


c.  Review charter and timelines


d.  Determine needs assessment approach.

4.  The team reviewed the draft charter and made some minor revisions (i.e., name for tiger  team and membership).  In the interest of progress, the team agreed to post the draft charter on AFAMS Home Page for further on-line revisions via the reflector group.  AFAMS would consolidate responses and post revised charter for final review by team prior to forwarding to the Air Force Modeling, Simulation and Analysis Working Group (AFMSAWG) for approval.

5. Dr. Tarr presented an education and training approach that the team suggested the Air Force use as the framework for developing a strategy. The team suggested AFAMS modify Dr. Tarr’s briefing and send out to membership for comment.  AFAMS will consolidate inputs and send document out for review. AFAMS will post document on the AFAMS Home Page. 

6.  The team suggested AFAMS review membership to ensure appropriate representatives from PME were on list.  Dr. Cherry volunteered to provide POCs for Air University (i.e., Air War College, Air Command and Staff College, Staff Officer’s School, etc.).  Also, need to ensure all functional areas are represented (i.e., training, analysis, acquisition, wargaming and experimentation).
