SUBJECT:	Initial Meeting Minutes from the Air Force Modeling and Simulation Resource Repository Working Group (AFMSRR WG), 17 Dec 97





1)	Overview:  The first AFMSRR Working Group Conference sponsored and hosted by the Air Force Agency for Modeling and Simulation (AFAMS) was held in Orlando, Florida on 17 Dec 97.  The meeting consisted of representatives (Resource Coordinators (RC)) from MAJCOM’s, FOA’s and DRU’s (see attached attendance roster). The meetings purpose was to review the AFMSRR and familiarize the RC’s with the procedures for registering products in the AFMSRR.  The following sub-paragraphs summarize business conducted at the meeting:





a)	Welcome and introductory briefings were given by Lt Col Carol Lynn Judge and Lt Col Charlie Snead.





b)	Robert Reed of IST presented the AFAMS AFMSRR briefing on behalf of Maj Schwarz.





c)	There was some discussion on using IAC’s as a source of data for the AFMSRR and in particular the SURVIAC who supports WPAFB.  IST will research IAC possibilities and report to the next AFMSRR WG.





d)	It was requested the AFMSRR brief be placed on line.  This has been completed and may be found under the ‘Assistance Tab’ on the AFMSRR.





e)	Lt Col Reid discussed the possibility/feasibility of conducting a survey of all MAJCOMs (FOAs and DRUs) on their use or intended use of the AFMSRR.  Was usage a means to create and use the AFMSRR as a data base of data bases or use it as an occasional visitor or limited provider of resources?





f)	Lt Col Reid also introduced a discussion on the topic of VV&A and said he may be interested in joining a team working a VV&A project.





g)	There were some comments indicating the Working Group was a smaller forum than some had expected.  They thought it would be a good idea to have some representation from education and industry included.





h)	Lt Col Judge told everyone that Maj Schwarz would be contacting each of them to set up dates for one-on-one visits.





2)	Actions during the next 45 days:


a)	Maj Schwarz will be in contact with each MAJCOM/FOA/DRU to set up dates for one-on-one visit to review unique requirements for the AFMSRR.





b)	 Review the AFMSRR WG charter by the resource coordinators and provide comments by 15 Feb 98





3)	Summary:  (Comments from Maj Schwarz) The first meeting was intended to be short and to provide an introduction of the AFMSRR and what the AF is committed to do to support the overall MSRR program with DMSO.  AFAMS/XOC is providing a capability that should be helpful to the M&S community in locating and sharing resources.  The MAJCOM/FOA/DRU’s are key to the success of this program.
