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Meeting minutes:
Meeting started at 1030 and adjourned at 1400.

Expectations for the meeting were addressed and included:

· Continued TSSG cooperation

· IST presentation of new MSRR features

· Plan for next year’s versions/builds

· Plan for Classified MSRR

A demonstration of the latest version of the MSRR was given by Ms. McClellan.  All were pleased with the changes, which led to some discussion of future version possibilities.  That discussion was deferred until the appropriate time in the agenda.

A discussion of the upcoming DMSO Users Group Meeting (17 Nov 98) was held.  It was agreed Maj Schwarz would brief the Tri-Service overview and AF programmatics with the Army briefing their programmatics and the “external search” capability and the Navy briefing their programmatics and “what’s new.”  Maj. Schwarz would have 20 minutes, the Army 10 minutes, and the Navy 10 minutes.  The AF would present an outline of the briefing for approval by Friday, 23 Oct 98.

A discussion of the Classified MSRR then ensued.  It was agreed that the Navy would provide their lessons learned to date to all.  A trip to BMDO is planned by the AF and Navy to visit the BMDO classified repository at JNTF.  An AF/Navy decision on funding will be deferred until after the BMDO meeting.  It is hoped that IST can start building the Classified MSRR NLT Jan 99.

A discussion of next version requirements was held with an action item to defer a decision until all get their requirements in to IST.  Leading contenders for the December version are a “contact report module” and a “reports module.”  Other minor changes will also be considered.  IST will provide a recommended list of tasks to be developed for the next build for approval by the TSSG.  

IST demonstrated their Academia/Industry node of the MSRR to all.  It will be introduced formally at I/ITSEC.

Action item assignment status and assignment:

· IST to begin development of cross node POC search capability (closed – completed).

· Classified MSRR (final start decision deferred until Nov 98 following trip to BMDO).

· All assigned responsibility to suggest aesthetic improvements – forward ideas to IST with copy to all in TSSG (open). 

· AF lead, Army and Navy support MSRR Users Conference briefing.  AF to provide briefing outline NLT 23 Oct 98.

· All should have concerted effort to break down barriers with DMSO and continue the dialog through the BoD process (open).

· IST to report to next TSSG meeting status of Industry MSRR (closed).

· TSSG to establish requirement with DMSO for across DMSO POC search capability (AF to facilitate discussions with DMSO and IST).

· TSSG to ask DMSO what ADSI is doing in area of protection of .MIL and security in their search planning (AF to address with LTC Thompson).

· Navy to provide information to TSSG on meetings with ADSI on search mechanisms.

· TSSG visitors to BMDO to share lessons learned to all in TSSG.

· TSSG to find the best way to address HLA community concerns of how to present information (open) – deferred until next TSSG meeting.
