Meeting Minutes. Dick Clark (C2TIG) started the meeting by providing administrative remarks to attendees.   He was followed by John Coon who welcomed attendees and provided an overview of the meeting agenda.  The following sub-paragraphs provide a synopsis of discussions that transpired during the meeting.  The slides for each of the presentations summarized below are available in the AFAMS Document Library (NASM Files) on the AFAMS web site (http://www.afams.af.mil/).





Action Item Review.  John Coon conducted the  Action Item Review as part of the wrap-up session.  Please see paragraph 4.d. below and Attachment 1 for details.





b.	Mary OCallaghan from the NASM Program Office (ESC/DIS) and John Coon (AFAMS/OPD) provided updates and status of specific subject areas as shown in paragraph 3 above.  Copies of briefing slides are available on the AFAMS web site (http://www.afams.af.mil).  





c.	Wargaming Centers. Dick Clark (C2TIG), Lamont Sheridan (WPC) and  Jeff Pace (PACAF/KASC) provided a summary of items of interest to their  respective centers. Dick Clark addressed several issues; 1) C2TIGs ability to support multiple exercises with one JSIMS hardware suite, 2) Concerned that the CE schedule provides enough time to properly train CE participants, 3) Maximizing use of floorspace by rack mounting computer processors.  Suggested JSIMS look at higher power multiple-processors and other space optimization strategies.  Lamont Sheridan’s issues included the following; 1) Lack of program funding for hardware platforms, 2) Alternate plan of support if PDSS remains unfunded, 3) Transition roles and responsibilities, 4) MRE and MOOTW capabilities of the model, 5) C4I connectivity plans (variations from JTC if any) 6) AAR capabilities (internal data types), 7) What if JSIMS doesn’t float – will NASM work without JSIMS?, 8) JSIMS rheostat capability?, 9) Traveling road show vs on site support, 10) Logistics play is important at WPC, 11) Dual system style implementation (prod/test).  Jeff Pace’s discussion included; 1) Discussion of number of exercises supported by KASC, 2) Hawaii Air National Guard support to KASC, 3) Invited attendees to observe Ulchi Focus Lens exercise in Sep 99, 4) Foreign disclosure requirements for JSIMS, 5) Data base development time needs to be factored into milestones leading up toJSIMS fielding, 6) Impact (manpower) on systemadministration, 7) Hardware specifications, footprint, maintenance, and networking, 8) Will JISMS be fielded with comprehensive ISR representation? 





d.	Wrap-Up/Action Item Review.  John Coon led attendees in a review of the current and new action items.  All action items from the  6 November 1998 BST were considered closed. Three new action items were established.  A summary of “OPEN” action items is at  Attachment (1).  








Conclusion.  This BST meeting continued the dialogue and information exchange institutionalized in the three previous meetings.  The Simulation Centers continue to support the BST meetings through their attendance and active participation in discussions and briefing sessions.  Additionally, representatives from the Simulation Centers have also attended various other JSIMS Alliance meetings when appropriate.  Appreciation is expressed to all who attended this BST meeting and to those who prepared briefings and led discussions. Special thanks to Dick Clark and the C2TIG folks for hosting the meeting.  The next BST meeting is tentatively  planned for Fall 1999.
