· Planned, developed, and successfully executed a series of air-to-air real time virtual simulations. These virtual combat simulations have resulted in substantial benefits to the Joint Strike Fighter acquisition program and the SensorCraft Research and Development Program.

· Key among the team’s accomplishments was providing crucial groundbreaking analytic services to the Joint Strike Fighter and AFRL’s SensorCraft Program. The efforts of the team addressed issues relevant and important to warfighters, decision makers, and the research, development, and analysis communities.

· DESERT PIVOT is the first recurring, multi-service training that provides live, constructive, and virtual training in a highly-realistic, week-long exercise executed at the operational and tactical levels of war.
